DEPARTMENT EXPECTATIONS

In business, honesty, timeliness, and punctuality are highly valued.  If you anticipate an absence or a problem, you are required to notify your teacher and all group members (if applicable) in advance. It is expected professional conduct!
You are expected to submit all assigned work by the end of school on the due date given. Students who are not capable of meeting this expectation for whatever reason, may submit their work after this point in time as per board policy. 

However, after the first assignment has been returned, all those who have failed to submit one will receive a mark of zero. No further assignments can be accepted. Students will have an opportunity to demonstrate their learning on skipped or plagiarized tasks at the end of the semester at a time (and in a manner) that is convenient to ME. 

IMPORTANT: There will be NO opportunity to make up these zeros before the very end of the semester - not even for university mark submission in April!

There will be ONE make-up project which will take the form of a major, comprehensive case study write-up. It will incorporate all of your learning from the course.

Submission of Work

ALL WORK shall be submitted electronically by the due date, regardless of the type of task (e.g. case write-up, presentation, etc.). This electronic submission can take the form of Email (preferable), CD, or USB Key.

Minimum Requirements:

1. You shall submit the entire project in ONE, SINGLE FILE.

2. The file must be compatible with Microsoft Office products.

3. The first page shall be blank (for me to insert a rubric).

4. Your full name and email address (and nothing else) must appear at the top of this first blank page.

5. All Internet sources must be functioning hyperlinks, or I will treat them as material that has not been sourced.

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Academic Dishonesty

Only hard work will generate learning and success in life. Academic dishonesty is a serious offence and will come with significant penalties in this course. Often it is a last minute act of desperation. It is our aim to help you avoid issues in this area, by making you aware of what actually constitutes academic dishonesty. The following is a starting list of what we consider to be academic dishonesty as adapted from the definitions of the Senate of Queen’s University and the University of Western Ontario. 
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Academic dishonesty includes plagiarism as well as any deliberate attempt to gain advantage. Dishonest practices include fabrication of data, cheating, or uttering by a student of false statements relating to academic work. 

Plagiarism is presenting work for academic evaluation as one’s own, which in fact was done (in whole or in part) by someone else.

Examples of academic dishonesty include (but are not limited to):

1. Collaborating with others on an individual assignment for the purpose of discussion, and then failing to submit unique assignments.

2. Making one’s own research available to another student (this includes lending your work to others for them “just to look at” – see #7).

3. Using another student's research information unless specifically allowed by the instructor and the student.

4. Knowingly fabricating or falsifying research data, or using information known to be false, including making assertions on the validity of unsubstantiated data.

5. Submitting work as one’s own that was written in whole or in part by someone else.

6. Preparing work for submission by another student.

7. Copying work, or knowingly allowing one's work to be copied by someone else for the purpose of academic dishonesty.

8. Using direct quotations, or large sections of paraphrased material without acknowledgement.

9. Submitting the same piece of work for credit in more than one course without the permission of the instructor(s).

10. Unauthorized possession of an examination task, however obtained, prior to the date and time for writing.

11. Aiding or abetting any of the above acts.
